Press Emissivity key (1) to change the setting for the emissivity if you are using for other applications The sensor lens is the most delicate part of the IP-TS1 thermometer. The lens should be kept clean at all

times, care should be taken when cleaning the lens using only a soft cloth or cotton swab with water or
medical alcohol. Allowing the lens to fully dry before using. Do not submerge any part of the IP-TS1. The
IP-TS1 should be stored at room temperature between —20 to +65°C.
